Last month’s report had a synopsis of Bill McCollum, candidate for Florida Governor, talk at the ABATE state meeting.  Last 
month’s report also referred to the federal right to repair bill, which recently has a write up in the Daytona News-Journal. 
Tallahassee 2010 Session Tallahassee Freedom Rally is April 19, 2010 
Our Lobbyist, Doc Reichenbach, is working on a stiffer penalties bill specifically for those who violate a motorcyclist’s right of 
way.  It is still in bill drafting. 
CELL PHONES 
We shall see what comes through committees. 
HB41 Use of an Electronic Wireless Communications Device While Driving  
Holder (CO-SPONSORS) Brisé; Heller; Homan; Hooper; Nehr; Pafford; Porth; Rader; Rehwinkel Vasilinda; Schwartz; Steinberg 
Prohibits operation of moving motor vehicle while reading, manually writing or typing, or sending message on electronic wireless 
communications device; provides exceptions & penalties.  Exceptions include hands-free cell phone devices and motorcycle helmets 
fitted with headsets.  Representative Taylor did sponsor a cell phone restriction bill last session. 
Now in the Roads, Bridges & Ports Policy Committee 
HB 221 Driving Safety Rep A Williams 
Creates "Ronshay Dugans Act"; designates Drowsy Driving Prevention Week; encourages DHSMV & DOT to educate law enforce-
ment community & public about relationship between fatigue & driving performance; restricts use of mobile telecommunications 
devices by school bus drivers; provides exceptions & penalties. 
HB 323 Use of an Electronic Communications Device While Driving Rep. Long 
HB333 Use of Cellular Telephones Rep Garcia 
Prohibits use of cellular telephone while operating motor vehicle except when using headset or hands-free device; provides exemp-
tions; provides penalty; provides for enforcement only as secondary offense 
SB168 State Uniform Traffic Control/Electronic Devices Sen. Altman    
 Prohibits the use of electronic communication devices to send or receive text-based communications while operating a motor vehi-
cle. Provides exceptions. Provides for enforcement. 
 
SB 244 Heather’s Law/Cellular Telephones/Motor Vehicle Sen. Wilson 
Prohibits the use of a cellular telephone while operating a motor vehicle except when using a headset or hands-free device. Provides 
for enforcement only as a secondary offense, etc. 
 
SB 324 Motor Vehicle Operators/Text Messaging Sen. Baker 
Prohibits a person from writing or sending a text message on an electronic communications device while operating a motor vehicle. 
Provides for enforcement. Provides exceptions. Provides penalties. 
SB 326 Public Transportation Operators/Text Messaging Sen. Baker   
Prohibits railroad engineers or operators of school buses or other public transportation vehicles from writing or sending text mes-
sages on electronic communications devices while operating a public transportation vehicle. Provides a penalty 
 
SB 328 State Uniform Traffic Control/Texting Prohibited Sen. Dockery    
Prohibits the use of an electronic communication device to send or receive text-based communications while operating a motor vehi-
cle. Defines the term "text-based communication." Provides exceptions and for enforcement. 
 
SB374 State Uniform Traffic Control/Prohibits Texting Sen. Wilson 
Prohibits the use of electronic communication devices to send or receive text-based communications while operating a motor vehi-
cle. Provides exceptions. Provides a penalty.

SB448 Electronic Wireless Comunications Device/Driving Sen. Detert 
SB522 Electronic Wireless Communications Device/Driving Sen. Gelber 
SB592 Motor Vehicle Operators/Electronic Handheld Device Sen. Crist 
SB608 Use of Cellular Telephones Sen. Rich  
Prohibits the use of a cellular telephone while operating a motor vehicle except when using a headset or hands-free 
device. Provides exemptions. Provides a penalty. Provides for enforcement only as a secondary offense. 
SB934 Wireless Communications Devices in Motor Vehicles Sen. Deutch 
Prohibits reading, writing, or using a wireless communications device for text messaging while driving a motor 
vehicle. Prohibits the use of a wireless telephone while driving a motor vehicle unless the telephone is designed 
and used for hands-free talking and listening. Prohibits operators of school buses or other public transportation 
vehicles from operating such vehicle while using a wireless telephone, etc. 
NOISE 
HB 137 Motor Vehicles Rep. D. Alan Hays from District 25 that includes Lake, Seminole, and Volusia Counties 
Revises penalties for unlawful operation of sound making device in motor vehicle, provides that such operation is 
moving violation which includes assessment of points against driver's license; provides increased penalties for re-
peat violations within certain time period."  Darrin Brooks, State ABATE Legislative Trustee, has written Rep. 
Hays to seek clarification as to the any effect this would have on motorcycles tailpipes. This makes the current 
statue a moving violation with increased fines for 2nd and 3rd offenses.  (This particular bill number has been a 
thorn for us before.) 
Now in the Roads, Bridges & Ports Policy Committee then 3 more committees or councils 
Current Law: 
 It is unlawful for any person operating or occupying a motor vehicle on a street or highway to operate or amplify 
the sound produced by a radio, tape player, or other mechanical soundmaking device or instrument from within the 
motor vehicle 20 so that the sound is: 
(a) Plainly audible at a distance of 25 feet or more from the motor vehicle; or  
(b) Louder than necessary for the convenient hearing by persons inside the vehicle in areas adjoining churches, 
schools, or hospitals.  
SB 298 Motor Vehicles/ Soundmaking Devices Sen. Oelrich, Fasano Identical 
Revises penalties for unlawful operation of a sound making device in a motor vehicle. Provides that such operation 
is a moving violation, which includes the assessment of points against the driver's license. Provides increased pen-
alties for repeat violations within a certain time period. 
 
OTHER  BILLS 
ABATE of Florida is monitoring all bills that could possibly be used to attached issues that affect motorcyclists.  
On the lighter side, here are some bills of interest: 
 
HB543 Dangerous Dogs Rep Thurstom 
Eliminates prohibition of breed-specific local government regulation of dangerous dogs. 
S252 Noose/Public Display Sen. Wilson 
Prohibits a person from placing a noose in a public place, on the property of another without first obtaining the 
written permission of the owner or occupier of the property, or in an exhibit of any kind with the intention of in-
timidating another person.  Provides circumstances under which the provisions of the act apply. Provides that a 
person who violates the act commits a misdemeanor of the first degree. Provides criminal penalties 
S366 Sales Tax/Smoking Pipes and Devices Sen. Wise  
 Imposes surtax on the sales of certain smoking pipes and devices. Specifies the surtax is in addition to all applica-
ble sales and use taxes. Specifies distribution of surtax proceeds to the DOC for certain purposes. Provides for de-
duction of administrative costs. Bill mentions bongs, waterpipes etc. 
S942 Practice of Tattooing Sen. Sobel 
Prohibits the practice of tattooing except by a person licensed or registered by the DOH. Provides for the licensure 
of tattoo artists and the temporary registration of guest tattoo artists licensed in other states. Exempts tattooing per-
formed for medical or dental purposes by certain personnel from regulation under the act. Prohibits the tattooing of 
a minor child except under certain circumstances, etc 
The text of the bills have been emailed to the State Legislative Trustee and locally to Willie’s Tropical Tattoo for 
comment.
